iii)
End of 1.15.1, item c): add the following text:


"From the point of view of these procedures, circuits served by the Telephone User Part are always considered to be both-way. If a circuit is used one-way only, then this is for the purpose of traffic control and has no bearing on the operation of the protocol."

iv)
Subclause 7.2.3 add the following note:


"To avoid difficulties on digital transmission links, the frequency of the equipment should not be tuned on 2000 Hz."
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
