SP 800-171 control 3.3.7 
contained the requirement to 
sync internal system clocks 
with an authoritative time 
source (see e.g. NIST SP 800-
92.) This was deleted in the 
Rev 3 IPD and has not been 
restored in the RPD. Aligning 
system clocks with an 
authoritative source has long 
been considered a best 
practice. If NIST has a new 
position on this point it would 
be good to explain the 
rationale to the community.

Restore the requirement to sync 
system clocks with an authoritative 
time source as stated in SP 800-171 
Rev 2 . Further consider adding the 
corresponding SP 800-53 Rev 5 control 
SC-45(1) to the Moderate baseline.
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
